7. Buildings and Maintenance volunteering at Portland Works

Portland Works is a grade II* listed Victorian ex-cutlery factory.  We are now a not-for-profit community owned organisation that is home to around 30 small businesses.  Almost all of the restoration work is done by our team of dedicated volunteers who work with us on Tuesdays.  The range of tasks they undertake is very broad, everything from painting floors and walls, restoring and re-fitting wooden windows, finding and repairing leaks, restoring brickwork and re-fitting drainage systems.
In particular we have a lot of brickwork to maintain and we are currently focussing on pointing this brickwork, while we have access to scaffolding and while the weather is good.

We would love some further help with this and would like to offer some corporate volunteering days.  It's a great opportunity for team building, for learning new skills and for working with our current team of experienced Building and Maintenance Volunteers. We also have a lot of fun.

We could host up to 9 people (3 groups of 3) on Tuesdays during the Summer/Autumn months.  We of course operate safely and will work through risk assessments and health and safety briefings with all volunteers.  We will train people in how to point and provide all tools, hard hats, high-vis vests, gloves, goggles masks.  We ask volunteers to wear their own sturdy (ideally steel toe-capped) footwear and work clothes. The work is all outdoors and mostly at height on the scaffolding.  We are not able to accommodate under 18s for this particular task.  

Volunteers are invited to bring their own lunch but we keep them supplied with hot drinks, biscuits and cakes. The working day is usually 9.30 -4.30pm with a lunch and tea break.
